Blow Blow Thou Winter Wind - by shakespeare

Blow, blow, thou winter wind 
Thou art not so unkind 
As man's ingratitude; 
Thy tooth is not so keen, 
Because thou art not seen, 
Although thy breath be rude. 

Heigh-ho! sing, heigh-ho! unto the green holly: 
Most friendship if feigning, most loving mere folly: 
Then heigh-ho, the holly! 
This life is most jolly. 

Freeze, freeze thou bitter sky, 
That does not bite so nigh 
As benefits forgot: 
Though thou the waters warp, 
Thy sting is not so sharp 
As a friend remembered not. 
Heigh-ho! sing, heigh-ho! unto the green holly: 
Most friendship if feigning, most loving mere folly: 
Then heigh-ho, the holly! 
This life is most jolly.

This is a song from the play As You Like It, Act 2, scene 7. Amiens, a lord who serves the banished Duke sings it to please his master when Orlando and Adam have arrived and are being fed. 

The good Duke Senior and his men have been banished to the woods, and revel in the delights of nature as opposed to the treachery of life in the court. While nature may be difficult and harsh, it is never evil or deliberately cruel. Amiens sings this song, which comes at the end of the same scene in which Jaques has delivered his infamous "All The World's A Stage" soliloquy. Here, Amiens compares Nature to Man, the latter unkind: "most friendship is feigning, most loving is folly." Nature may produce freezing weather, Amiens sings, but "that dost not bite so nigh as benefits forgot: Though thou waters warp, they sting is not so sharp as friend remember'd not."
Shakespeare is saying that, compared to how cruel people can be, nature is nothing. Man's ingratitude hurts more than the cold wind, so therefore he doesn't mind the wind, not the sting of cold water, which is not as biting as a friend who doesn't remember you. Hence the chorus says that we should sing to nature and the holly because it's nicer to us than the folly of loving or the feigning (pretence) of supposed friendships. On the other hand Shakespeare is also saying that although the cold wind can try and do its worst, it won't affect people as they are snug and merry and enjoying the festive season.

Definition to some words:

feigning – to give a false appearance

folly - the state or quality of being foolish; lack of understanding or sense.
nigh: near in place, time, or relationship—often used with on, onto, or unto 
1. The snow is melting. Spring is nigh.

2. It would be nigh impossible to fix it.

warp - to become bent or twisted out of shape, esp. out of a straight or flat form.

John Rutter

Born: 

September 24, 1945, he's 65 and British. 

Biography

John Rutter is a British performer born in 1945. His discography includes Requiem & Magnificat/Rutter, Cambridge Singers, Distant Land, Christmas Star, The Johann Sebastian Bach Collection and Sing Ye Heavens - Hymns for All Time. He is a member of The Cambridge Singers. His most popular genres are Choral, Spirituality and Classical.

Compositions
Rutter's compositions are chiefly choral, and include Christmas carols, anthems and extended works such as a Gloria, a Magnificat, and a Requiem.

Rutter's world premiere of his Requiem Mass, as well as his authoritative version of Faure's, was with the Fox Valley Festival Chorus, in Illinois, during his tenure with Cambridge. In 2002 his setting of Psalm 150, commissioned for the Queen's Golden Jubilee, was performed at the thanksgiving service in St Paul's Cathedral, London. He has also written an opera for young people called Bang!
He is published principally by Oxford University Press in England and by Hinshaw Music in the US. He has been recorded by many choirs, but conducts his own recordings principally on his Collegium label.

Influences

Rutter's music is eclectic, showing the influences of the French and English choral traditions of the early 20th century, as well as of light music and American classic songwriting. Almost every choral anthem and hymn that he writes, in addition to the standard piano/organ accompaniment, has a subsequent orchestral accompaniment as well, utilizing various different instrumentations, such as strings only, strings and woodwinds, or full orchestra with brass and percussion, among others.

Despite composing and conducting much religious music, Rutter told the US television program 60 Minutes in 2003 that he was not particularly a religious man, yet still deeply spiritual and inspired by the spirituality of sacred verses and prayers.The 60 Minutes program, which aired a week before Christmas 2003, focused on Rutter's popularity with choral groups in the United States, Britain and other parts of the world, and on his composition, Mass of the Children, composed after the sudden death of his son Christopher while a student at Clare College, Cambridge (where Rutter himself had studied).

In a 2009 interview, Rutter discussed his understanding of "genius" and its unique ability to transform lives - whether that genius is communicated in the form of music or other mediums. He likened the purity of music to that of mathematics, and even connected the two with a reference to the discoveries of the early Greeks that frequencies of hamonic pitches are related by whole-number ratios.

Rutter's music is very popular, particularly in the USA (NBC's Today Show called him "the world's greatest living composer and conductor of choral music") In the UK it receives a more mixed reception while some from the Anglican choral tradition do not regard him as a sufficiently "serious" composer, others hold him in high regard, as illustrated by the following quotation from a review in the London Evening Standard (25/09/2005): "For the infectiousness of his melodic invention and consummate craftsmanship, Rutter has few peers."

In terms of performances, publications and recordings he is probably the most successful choral composer of his generation. For example, his Shepherd's Pipe Carol, written while he was still at school, is reputed to have sold well over one million copies in sheet music alone
